This festival is more than just music and arts; it has also served as a health symposium focused on Black health
awareness. Over the past five years, more than 400 people have received health screenings for breast and prostate
cancer, eye exams, blood pressure screenings, and COVID-19 shots and testing within the inner city of Buffalo,
New York, thanks to our partnerships with Roswell Park Cancer Institute, ECMC Medical Center, and the Health and
Wellness Center.

Additionally, Pilgrim Fest has offered youth ages 8-24 the opportunity to showcase their cultural talents on the
big stage. From dancing to singing and poetry, these young individuals have gained visibility not just locally but
nationwide through live streaming on our YouTube, Facebook, Instagram, and other streaming platforms channel’s.
Over the past five years, we have been able to award 65 scholarships totaling $37,000. To local youth for back-to-
school purposes.
